POSITION PAPER

September 12, 2006


Through the STUDENTS FIRST legislation, the State of Arizona fully assumed the responsibility for the funding of the construction, furniture, fixtures and equipment costs for new schools.  However, as the state funding formula is not sufficient to totally fund these items, the Camp Verde School District respectfully requests that area developers and builders uniformly make donations, based on the size of their projects, to help offset the impact of the kindergarten through twelfth grade students generated by each new residential development.

The quality of education within the School District, in the past, has been enhanced by the generosity of the many developers and builders within our geographic area.  Builders have realized that good schools, as found in Camp Verde, are a healthy enticement for bringing buyers.  A strong “partnership” between the School District and the residential construction community will be in the future a cornerstone to the success of both.

In order to establish a standard for developers and builders to make a judgment regarding a donation and to allow each contributor to participate somewhat equitably, the following formula is being provided:


FORMULA
Number of students to be generated* x Number of required acres x Cost per acre

Design student capacity of school level


EXAMPLE
If a new SF-7.5 residential subdivision were to contain 200 new homes and the cost of land 




were to be $90,000 per gross acre, the formula would suggest a donation of money or land as 




follows:

In summary, this position, as described, reflects the need of the District to continue to meet the financial requirements for construction and furnishing of new school facilities that will be needed due to the continued development of residential subdivisions.  It further notifies the elected officials, developers, builders and the general public that there are limited future resources for Camp Verde Unified School District to use to meet the educational needs of future students.  The funding formula, which will be a request of all new developments, helps to provide the additional funds necessary to build schools and to remind all concerned that the problems of financing school construction has not been eliminated.  The District’s position is to not oppose a developer who is in agreement with our request.  However, it is not a statement of support for the development.

RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS CONVERSION

Single Family Residential Districts

Single Family – 25 (SF-25).  This district permits single family housing on lots of at least 25,000 net square feet. Category also includes: 35, 70, 2A, 175, 5A, 10A, 36A.

Single Family – 7.5 (SF-7.5).  This district permits single family housing on lots of at least 7,500 net square feet. Category also includes: 10, 12, 18

Single Family – 1 (SF-1).  This district permits single family housing on lots of at least 1,000 net square feet. Category also includes: 2,3,4,5

Single Family Detached  (SF-D).  This district permits single family, detached housing on cluster lots.

Single Family Attached (SF-A).  This district permits single family, attached housing where each dwelling unit is townhouse style.

Multi-Family Residential Districts

Multi-Family/Low (MF/L).  This district permits multi-family housing at densities of 

8-14 dwelling units per gross acre.

Multi-Family/Medium (MF/M). This district permits multi-family housing at densities of 14-25 dwelling units per gross acre.
